REGULATIONS FOR PRACTICAL TRAINING, MOBILITY, AND WORK PLACEMENT

ARTICLE 1: Practical Training

1.1 The School of Medicine, School of Health Sciences, based on the current
legislation, drew up an Internship Regulation which was published in Government
Gazette 4161/21.09.2018 (attached). According to the above, the Postgraduate
students of the School of Medicine of the University of Athens - may carry out the
Internship established by their Program of Studies.

The interested students submit a relevant application form to the MSc secretariat and
the relevant decision of the MSc management body follows. The Faculty Assembly
appoints a faculty member of the MSc as "Academic Supervisor for Internships" for
each interning postgraduate student. The "Academic Supervisor" has the academic
supervision and coordination of the parties involved for each Internship conducted
under the auspices of the School. At the end of the Internship, the "Academic
Supervisor", examines the student orally or in writing - taking into account the
respective "Reports" of the employing institution and submits to the Assembly of the
School, the score corresponding to the academic grading scale (0-10) with the
corresponding credit units (ECTS), as defined by the Assembly and as indicated in the
Programme and the Guide to Studies of the respective Postgraduate Studies
Programme. The grade shall be accompanied by the "Report of Accomplishments" of
the respective Internship.

The School of Medicine shall enter into a tripartite contract under the title: "Private
Internship Agreement for a Postgraduate Student H.C.P.A. - School of Medicine" with
the respective Private Institution/Host Company that employs postgraduate students
of the School, within the framework of the Internship Programme, in accordance with
a standard draft contract in three (3) original copies that accompanies the Internship

Regulations as published.



It is noted that an Internship as an alternative possibility of preparing a Postgraduate
Diploma Thesis is not foreseen.

Details regarding the duration of the internship, the scope of work, the amount of
remuneration, insurance coverage, etc. are explicitly specified in the Internship

Agreement.

ARTICLE 2: Mobility

Mobility may take place within one (1) academic semester and in particular each
student may either attend part of his/her study program or proceed to the
preparation of his/her diploma thesis in corresponding structures (other Departments
of the same HEI or other Departments of other HEls) in Greece or abroad, provided
that it is explicitly provided for in the Regulation of the MSc where the maximum
duration of mobility is mentioned.

When the student returns, in case he/she has attended courses, he/she must provide
an official document of the host institution stating the title(s) of the courses, the
grade(s) obtained in the respective examinations, the number of ECTS (European
Credit Transfer and Accumulation System) and the corresponding ECTS grading scale,
until the percentage is reached. a maximum of ten percent (10%) of the total number
of credits (ECTS) required for the successful completion of the postgraduate program.
In case he/she has prepared his/her diploma thesis, he/she must make a reference to
the institution and the infrastructure that contributed to the completion of the
dissertation and in these cases by decision of the Coordinating Committee / E.D.E. the
language of preparation may be English, as well as another of English, after special

justification.

ARTICLE 3: DISSERTATION PREPARATION
The evaluation of postgraduate students and their performance in the courses they
are required to attend within the framework of the MSc takes place at the end of each
semester with written or oral examinations. The method of evaluation is carried out
as described in the study guide of each MSc. Scoring is done on a scale of 1-10.

Postgraduate students, in accordance with the provisions of the Regulation and the
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Study Guide of each MSc, may prepare assignments in the context of the examination
of the course (exculpatory).

They are also required to prepare their dissertation in the last semester of studies in
order to complete their studies and receive the degree.

The Coordinating Committee, upon application of the candidate stating the proposed
title of the dissertation, the proposed supervisor (if he/her has not been appointed as
supervisor of the postgraduate student already from the beginning of his/her studies)
as well as a summary of the proposed thesis, appoints its supervisor and establishes
the three-member examination committee for the approval of the thesis, one of the
members of which shall be the supervisor. Members or supervisors of the three-
member examination committee for the preparation of the Diploma Thesis are
appointed from all categories of teachers of the MSc holders of a doctoral degree in
accordance with the current legislation.

The subject of the dissertation may have a research character, be original or constitute
a review work. The language of writing of the Master's thesis can be Greek or English.
More specifically, the general instructions for the writing of the dissertation may be:
e Review Diploma Theses: They include the review of a topic in the literature. The
Study Guide provides instructions on the technical characteristics of the dissertation
(minimum/maximum number of pages, font, letter size, etc.).

» Research Diploma Theses: Students individually collaborate for the completion of a
research effort (basic, experimental or clinical research) with the three-member
committee under the supervision of its supervisor. In order for the thesis to be
approved, the student must defend the dissertation before the three-member
examination committee. The Diploma Thesis is awarded a grade based on the ten-
point scale (1 -10).

» Postgraduate theses, if approved by the examination committee, must be posted on
the website of each MSc. Also, the diploma thesis is submitted electronically to the

Digital Repository "PERGAMOS".
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
